Background Information:  What is Mathcounts?  For the past 25 years, the National Society of Professional Engineers (NSPE) has sponsored this competition and developed testing programs in conjunction with the National Council of Teachers of Mathematics for 6th, 7th and 8th grade students.  National sponsors include General Motors Corporation and Raytheon.  The Mission of Mathcounts is to increase enthusiasm for and enhance achievement in middle school mathematics throughout the United States.
Expected outcomes of this event include:  rewarding middle school students for the time and effort to prepare for this test, and for their efforts to take the various modules of the exam.  The atmosphere of the half day test simulates the requirements of the Professional Engineering licensing exam, with strict rules and team work skills.  Students learn to be respectful of monitors and proctors, and also that the rewards of taking this exam are greater than the trophies or ability to move up to the state level.  Students leave feeling like respected professionals, and the hope is that this will foster their interest in science and math careers, even though they may not be straight “A” students.
Closing: In these challenging economic times, the State and Chapter events have cut back to the bare bones, many are not able to award trophies or provide lunches, t-shirts to competitors.  So, if companies or agencies feel this is a worthy cause, it would be great for them to contact their Chapter coordinators and donate whatever they can.
